We
request you to login into the school website to update the details. In case there is a change in the uploaded details, you are
requested to print out the page and mark the corrections in red and send the paper to your ward’s class teacher at the
earliest.

3. Please send two latest passport size photographs of your ward in school uniform at the earliest.

4. School bags should be simple and not fancy or expensive. We wish to encourage simplicity in our children.

Send only the following notebooks / books to the school with the child on the first day i.e. 6™ April 2022 (Wednesday) to be
kept in class. The rest should be kept at home.

d. One square lined note book (Maths)

[t is very essential that every item used by your child in school is labelled clearly with name, class and section.
The dictionary and multiplication box that was used in Class II will be reused in class III.
It is suggested that a number lock be used by the children for their lockers. In case they are using a regular lock, a duplicate key
with the name tag is to be deposited with the class teacher.
It is advised that vou get your wards eyes tested at the beginning of the session.

Parents and Guardians are not permitted to drop things to school or meet with their wards in the school premises during school
hours, unless there is an emergency and children are required to be picked up from school.
